The Parties further agree to enter into a Case Plan that includes the following tasks:


 1.  M/F shall contact the assigned case manager 

 times per month and the case manager shall promptly return all telephone calls where a working number is available.  If the parent is incarcerated, one letter per month as to his or her status shall suffice, until released from custody.  DCF shall make timely referrals for all services required in the Case Plan and use reasonable efforts to promote successful completion of the Case Plan by the parent.


2.  The Child(ren) shall have no contact with

3.  M/F shall maintain continuous stable employment or suitable income for a minimum of six (6) months and provide documentation of wages earned and hours worked, or be actively seeking employment to include documentation of job applications.


4.  M/F shall become or remain enrolled in school as a full time student and provide documentation to the case manager.

5.  M/F shall maintain stable residence for six (6) months and provide documentation such as a copy of a lease agreement, receipts for payments for rent and utilities.  The case manager is to be notified of any address change prior to the move and shall be notified of all persons living in or regularly visiting, babysitting the Child(ren) or moving into the home.


6.  M/F shall act to maintain any outside income/benefits to which they are entitled (for example, SSI, SSD, Medicaid, Workers Compensation, Unemployment, WIC or Food Stamps).  M/F shall redirect benefits to which the Child(ren) is/are entitled to the current custodian while the Child(ren) is/are not in their custody.


7.  M/F will submit to a DCF approved            Mental Health Evaluation              Psycho Social Evaluation                 Psychological Evaluation and follow through and complete any recommended treatment.  Input from the therapist/counselor shall be considered prior to changes in visitation or reunification.


8.  M/F shall complete a DCF approved parenting program and follow through with any recommendations.  (This program could last up to eight (8) weeks)

9.  M/F shall complete a DCF approved in-home parenting program and follow through with any recommendations.  (This program could last three (3) to six (6) months.)

10.  M/F shall cooperate with DCF and the State of Florida Department of Revenue for the purpose of establishing the paternity and child support obligation(s) for the benefit of the Child(ren).


11.  M/F shall complete a Financial Affidavit form within ten (10) days of the disposition.  The parent shall complete a new form within ten (10) days of any change in income or employment.  M/F shall pay the assessed child support as established by the Court.


12.  M/F shall provide nutritional, medical and clothing needs for the Child(ren).


13.  M/F shall attend all major medical appointments for the Child(ren) of which the parent(s) is/are timely informed.  The case manager shall timely inform the parent(s) of major medical appointments and of the Child(ren)'s major health issues if the parent(s) can be contacted.

14.  M/F shall have          supervised visitation          unsupervised visitation with the child(ren) pursuant to the following schedule:

The parent(s) agree to notify the case manager immediately if the parent(s) will be unable to attend a scheduled visit and the case manager agrees to immediately notify the parent(s) if a scheduled visit cannot occur.  Such missed visits shall be made up within thirty (30) days.


15.  M/F shall submit to 

 consecutive random drug screens over the next 

 months.  All screens must be negative for illegal drugs; however, if one screen is positive or the parent(s) willfully fails to take the drug screen within a twenty-four (24) hour period after being requested to do so by the case manager, the parent(s) shall be required to complete tasks 16 and 17 of this Agreement.  A diluted drug screen will be considered a positive screen.

16.  M/F shall obtain a DCF approved substance abuse evaluation and complete any recommended treatment, including Inpatient Treatment.  The parent(s) shall use no illegal drugs and/or alcohol if diagnosed with a substance abuse addictions problem.


17.  M/F shall submit to random drug screens within twenty four (24) hours of a request by the case manager.  Willful failure to obtain a drug screen or any positive drug screen shall be considered non-compliance with the Case Plan.  A diluted drug screen will be considered a positive screen.

18.  M/F shall complete a DCF approved             sexual abuse offender's treatment program 

 sexual abuse non-offender's treatment program                   or sexual abuse offender's evaluation and complete any recommended treatment.  Input from the therapist/counselor shall be considered prior to changes in visitation or reunification.

19.  M/F shall submit to an approved anger management evaluation and complete any recommended treatment.  Input from the therapist/counselor shall be considered prior to changes in visitation or reunification.


20.  M/F shall obtain a DCF approved domestic violence offender's evaluation and complete any recommended treatment.  Input from the therapist/counselor shall be considered prior to changes in visitation or reunification.  (This program could last up to 26 weeks.)

21.  M/F shall complete a DCF approved domestic violence non-offender's program.  Input from the therapist/counselor shall be considered prior to changes in visitation or reunification.

22.  The family shall attend a DCF approved family counseling/individual counseling program and follow through with any recommended treatment.  Input from the therapist/counselor shall be considered prior to changes in visitation or reunification.


23.  M/F shall have no new law violations and shall comply with all requirements of probation/parole/community control/control release.  Any changes in probation officer or probation status must be reported to the case manager within ten (10) days.  Furthermore, the parent(s) shall sign a release for the DCF case manager to receive status reports and will provide the case manger with the name and phone number of any probation officer involved with the family.


24.  M/F shall enroll or continue the Child(ren) in a DCF approved daycare arrangement or school and ensure regular attendance, or shall do so on reunification.
