Special condition cases MUST have the  assessment completed within 7 days and do not have the same criteria as regular cases.
Special Conditions cases are not alleging abuse/neglect, only addresses that the family may be in need of services.  If the CPI finds abuse/neglect, CPI MUST then call in an abuse report on the spot and the Special conditions case can be closed.

SPECIAL CONDITIONS CASES ARE USUALLY EASY, THEY SHOULD BE CLOSED WITHIN 1 WEEK, actually could be closed on the first day.
1) Interview all parties listed on the report.

2) Refer to CPT within 24 hours if mandated
3) Notify Local LE if it’s a CHILD ON CHILD report
4) Speak to all witnesses

5) Make appropriate referrals.

4 TYPES OF SPECIAL CONDITIONS CASES:
CHILD ON CHILD: - Children who have engaged in a sexual act with each other and are 12 years old or young. Note if you get a report where the subjects are over age 12 notify CPIS as it is not our jurisdiction it is criminal.  Mainly assessing to see if a caregiver has sexually abused the child (sex abuse, allowing the child to watch adult movies/magazines) if not, need to address proper supervision on the child (no playing with other children with the door shut or where they can hide).  Offer counseling referrals to both the victim and offender’s parents for the child.
PARENT NEEDS ASSISTANCE: - where a parent or other reporter has called in a report stating a family needs help. Essentially make referrals speak to all parties and close case.

CAREGIVER UNAVAILABLE: - Parent has been arrested, child has been abandoned etc: - staff all theses with CPIS.

FOSTER CARE REFERRAL: - Staff with CPIS.

Florida Administrative Code defines Special Conditions Referrals as "requests brought to the attention of the department that require a response by the department or investigating sheriff. These requests do not constitute willful abuse, neglect, or abandonment, but may result in additional allegations of maltreatment and/or the need to shelter a child upon response".

Special Conditions (excluding child on child) are usually good for one day.  You either made referrals for services, found a placement for child (judicial or non-judicial) or generated an abuse report based on new information received. 

Keep in mind, the only requirement of a Special Condition (excluding child on child) is to make the right decision.  

Institutional cases have a CSA due within 48 hours though they do not have all other components of an in home investigation.
KEEP IN MIND, THE CPI IS INVESTIGATING THE INSTITUTIONAL NOT THE PARENTS.

1) Notify Local LE as joint response is required per Chapter 39.
2) Complete observation of the institution.
3) Speak to all listed on the report to include other witnesses i.e. school staff or children in the class/daycare.

4) Address allegations with victims.
5) Notify all parties of the report.

6) Complete FDLE on AP.

7) Complete an Institutional staffing.
